Portable machine tools are widely used in the construction industry. Mounts for enhancing the usefulness of portable tools are known.

1.  A portable tool mount comprising:

 a plate;
 a plurality of apertures in  space relation in the plate for receiving similar portable tools; and
 retainers associated with each of the plurality of apertures for securing respective tools to the plate.

3. The portable tool mount as claimed in claim 2 wherein the plurality of apertures are offset longitudinally.

4. The portable tool mount as claimed in claim 3 wherein the plurality of apertures overlap laterally.
5. The portable tool mount as claimed in claim 1 wherein each aperture has relieved portion associated therewith.

	ABSTRACT OF THE DISCLOSURE

The portable tool mount allows a plurality of similar portal tools to be secured in a ganged array to provide a larger tool working width. The mount includes a plate and a plurality of apertures for receiving a plurality of portable tools. Each aperture has a retainer associated with it to secure the portable tool to the plate. For example, two or more portable planers can be mount to provide nearly twice the planer width of a single planer.  Similarly two or more sanders can be mounted to cover a larger working surface.
